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The Culinary Festival is a tribute to the legendary French chef, Bernard Loiseau. It is a unique exchange between the island 
and European chefs - a week dedicated to friendship and hospitality.

The “Culinary Festival” comprised three different parts :
The culinary contest was the first phase of the event. This phase took the international teams, accompanied by their binômes 
and other epicureans, to the Port Louis market to explore and experience the Mauritian “terroir”. New recipes and menus 
were then created, tasted and adjusted.  On Thursday 18th March the final dishes were prepared and presented to the 
members of the Jury.

The second phase was the presentation of a 6-Stars menu prepared by the 6 European Michelin-starred chefs. This veritable 
feast was presented to members of the international press, the jury panel and culinary connoisseurs.

The third and final phase of the festival was the grand finale on Saturday 20th March 2010. A glamorous awards ceremony, 
followed by a gala dinner orchestrated by guest of honor - Chef Patrick Bertron (“3-star Michelin”), culminated in the 
announcement of the winning tandem.
